Crime                                                                                                                                            
There were 68 crimes recorded for November in the Immingham, Habrough and Stallingborough area of the NPT.                                               These included: 
Residential Burglary:                                                                                         Around teatime on 7th November an attempt was made to force a garage door at Alden Close. Damage was caused but no entry was made.                                                                                                                                 During the evening of 17th November, a person was seen to try the door handle of a home on Hadleigh Road. No entry was made.    During the early hours of 18th November, an attempt was made to enter a home on Carisbrooke Walk by using an implement with a hook attached to reach through the letterbox to retrieve the door key. The would be burglar was disturbed by the resident and left the scene.
Commercial Burglary:                                                                                                       On 22 November a female entered a staff office at a shop where she attempted to enter the safe. She then entered a staff only warehouse where she was found and asked to leave. She left the store without taking anything.                                                                 During the early hours of 27th November, a scrap yard on Stallingborough Industrial Estate was entered after locks were cut off the compound gates. A large amount of copper and catalytic converters were stolen.                                                                                                            
Vehicle Crime:                                                                                                         On 2nd November number plates were stolen from a car parked on the Aldi car park.                                                                                                      During the evening of 7th November an attempt was made to enter a vehicle parked outside St Andrews Church. Damage was caused to a rear quarterlight window, but no entry was made.      Also on 7th November, about 200 litres of fuel were stolen from the fuel tank of a truck parked in a layby on the A180.                                                  On 15th November an attempt was made to enter the trailer of a truck parked in a layby on the A180. The would be thieves were disturbed by the driver who heard the trailer doors being opened. Following an incident on 25th November, where a car was followed by police after a request to stop was refused, the vehicle crashed on Manby Road. The driver and female passenger were arrested for various offences in relation to the vehicle and driving under the influence of class A drugs.                                                                                         On 26th November a stolen artic unit was driven into a yard on Stallingborough Industrial Estate and hooked up a trailer laden with two aluminium coils valued at £50,000 each. The vehicle was later recovered with the load, the driver arrested and charged with the theft.                                                                                                                                   Also, on 26th, a moped was stolen from the Washdyke Lane carpark. It was witnessed by a member of public who used his own vehicle to block the moped from moving. The moped crashed into the car causing damage to both vehicles.
