Philip Poole of Orkney Place wished to know the Council’s stance on the 116 homes proposed for the Resource Centre field and also mentioned Sport England’s objection to the development

Nigel Kirman of Shetland Way questioned why the gates were locked at the Resource Centre and was told by security that they land was still under NE Lincs ownership and not sold.

The Mayor noted all the concerns and said that some items are already posted on the agenda and will be dealt with then.

MAYOR’S REPORT
The Mayor had been on holiday and had very little to report but asked Cllr Duke to update the meeting on HGV parking issues.

Cllr Duke reported that at a meeting with ABP he was informed that a site on the dock was being vacated by HM Revenue & Customs and this along with other land will be used to develop the entrance to the West Gate and provide HGV parking. This will be a £5m investment which will provide a new road through the dock estate and encourage freight movements to rail.  It is expected that this will receive ABP Board approval in November. Cllr Duke said that this development along with existing HGV parking in Immingham and Ulceby will go a long way in reducing the illegal parking of HGV’s around Immingham.

REPORT BY UNITARY MEMBERS

Cllr Watson explained that the NE Lincs council were reviewing the waste collection options and that two weekly domestic waste collections would become the norm with exceptions for large families.  Fly tipping would be more rigorously monitored. The recent flooding was not a ‘blue light’ matter (risk to life) but there were certain related matters to be looked into between NE Lincs and the related services. He again agreed to look into whether or not the actual sale of the Resource Centre had happened and also the matter of the locked gates.

REPORT BY REPRESENTATIVES TO OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

The Mayor advised that he had met with the Humber Refinery Community Group at Phillips 66 and they were keen to work together with Immingham communities and an assurance that they would be working closely with Immingham Town Council in the future.

IMMINGHAM RECENT FLOODS
The Mayor explained that this was not the Town Council’s remit but acknowledged that there were concerns and various issues contributing to the flooding.

It was noted that the fire service were not prepared to provide a tender to pump out water. The Mayor agreed with SLD pumps to the provision of pumps to pump out the flood water. Eventually the fire service attended. It was noted that the first call from Habrough Fields was at 5.31 am.  There will be meetings taking place to look at the situation. Local MP’s have also been informed.

Councillors made the following comments:

There could be substandard piping that needs replacing.

A pumping station on the dock is needed.

Couldn’t see why the Town Council couldn’t be involved in any meetings.

Thanked all those who helped to relieve the flooding problems and wished to know if we can claim off insurance for the costs of the pumps provided,

Proposed that a meeting between Immingham Town Council, the Environment Agency, Anglian Water, ABP, and the Drainage Board to sort out the issues involved be arranged. 

Proposal seconded by Cllr Cullum. Unanimously supported.

Immingham Resource Centre Margaret Street Immingham North East Lincolnshire DN40 1LE.
It was proposed that the Council objected to this planning application for the following reasons:

It will cause many problems and unanswered questions; why build on a flood plain; foul water and surface water will be discharged into current drainage system which cannot cope; the only access / egress is in Margaret Street directly opposite a school and children’s centre resulting in further parking and road safety issues; application mentions covering for 1 in 30 and 1 in 100 year floods, what about 2007 and 2017? 

The proposal was seconded with the addition of noting the strain this will bring on existing services i.e. doctors, dentists & schools. He said that the money from the sale of the land and CIL monies should be directly invested in Immingham.

It was also asked that access is maintained through the development for the proposed sports centre that is in the early stages of development.
