NELC are working to get the appropriate agencies together to work towards putting a flooding plan in place.
The new restrictions on Worlsey Road have gone through.
No overnight parking on Kings Road & Queens Road, has been agreed and the traffic regulation order process is nearly concluded and will be implemented shortly.
NELC had lost a £800,000 grant which contributed to the fortnight collection decision and that all the letters had gone out to residents in regards to the new waste collections dates. If larger families or those with medical needs require a larger bin they would need to be assessed by NELC officers before one could be issued

The large recycling bag trial has been a success and officers are looking whether this can be offered as an alternative to the rest of the borough.
