Report by Unitary Members
Cllr Bolton also gave memory to the late Cllr Michael Burton and expressed that he was a great friend and colleague that would be sadly missed by so many. 
Cllr Bolton then went on to give a recap of his past 3 years serving as a ward Councillor and cabinet member of NELC.
Investments they have helped to support are 
1.2 Million in the refurbishment of the Immingham Swimming pool.
Half a million, investment in partnership with the Immingham Hub.
The Shiip Programme which will fetch in over 10,000 jobs to the surrounding areas.
Catch facility Stallingborough phase 2, 3 & 4 extension’s encouraging future apprenticeships and employment. 
The 8 million new Lock gates to the Dock. 
Completion of the Mathew Ford Way. 
Ongoing efforts to attract more traders to the regeneration of Kennedy Way. 

Cllr Bolton then went on to say that NELC council have lost 53% of their budget and their will be further cuts by 2020.They have just announced that business rates are also to be cut by 25%.
He also advised all Councils to budget their support grant before it’s too late. Cllr Bolton also expressed that Immingham has had the cuts cushioned by working together with NELC which has enabled the town to still be looking so good, compared to Grimsby & Cleethorpes.
