Supt David Hall from Humberside Police gave an update on the Policing issues in Immingham. He explained that he had spoken to Cllr W Weir regarding the main area of concern which was HGV parking issues in Immingham. He explained that there was no quick solution but through community partnership working and reporting the incidents through the portal, things would improve. On the 13th March the police along with Engie enforcement officers went out and spent a whole day targeting the HGV drivers, they are planning in the future to do at least 1 day per month. He explained that one of the biggest problems is that many of the drivers are foreign and the legislation to issuing parking tickets to foreign vehicles requires a graduated fixed penalty scheme, which takes time and training. He reported that they are currently in the process of training the community policing team to be able to issue these. A press release is about to launch a community speed watch scheme involving community groups across the water, if successful it could be trialled in other areas. He expressed that the police are very committed to Immingham and that it was a big concern about the amount of human waste being found and deposited in bottles around certain areas and will be looking at the environmental impact and safety concern. 
Supt David Hall also stated that over 200 officers will be recruited over the next couple of years and will be allocated to areas defined by ward assessments made up from data from the Police Fire & Rescue, Licensing and supermarket traffic. He once again expressed his commitment to Immingham and encouraged people to join the Community Alert as it not only keeps people updated but you can report and reply back on items. He also reported that there had been a reduction in antisocial behaviour in the area.
Mrs Hutterby form Sonja crest asked if Police officers in Immingham work through the night, the Supt David Hall said that officers at Immingham finish their shift at 11pm and officers after that time will be based at Grimsby or Cleethorpes Mrs Hutterby’s concern was that a neighbour aged 89 had had a drug addict trying to gain her property scaring her and the police didn’t attend. She also asked about trees on the back of green lane overhanging her garden which need cutting back. It was determind that the trees could belong to Shoreline and Councillor Stewart Swinburn said he would look into this for the resident. She also asked about the new roof over the Library, it was made clear that it was the old youth centre roof that was in need of replacing. (Not a new roof needing repairs.)
Elaine Norton from One voice gave an update as Cllr S Allan had missed a few meetings and said that it was important for the council to keep updated. The Reaching Communities funding project had started last week and they have managed to engage with over 100 people within 4 activities. She encouraged Ward councillors to attend meetings and be part of the input into the building capacity side of that, she also reminded Councillors about the Volunteers Event 27th April at the Civic Centre

Report by Unitary Members
Cllr David Watson reported that the Coastal Communities funding in previous years had been spent on Cleethorpes so after lengthy debate within NELC they thought it was only right for it to be spent on Grimsby & Immingham.

He had good news regarding the SHIPP project; they have never had so much interest in land; the scale of the project goes right up to Europarc and will develop Europarc 4. The project will bring in 193 million pounds in business rates, which would be a huge boast to the local economy. He wanted to thank the officers for all their hard work in making it happen. He also commented that there were also other future plans within those areas. 
He commented that he thought the police attending the meeting tonight was very informative and in the, future we should invite them every 3 months like most other parishes. 
Cllr Watson updated on the Traffic regulations orders. He expressed how frustrating the procedure is with a time scale of 42 weeks. There was a hold up on Worsley road TRO due to a consultation changing the restriction from no waiting to a No loading. The signage is due to go up in Kings Road shortly and that restriction will be No overnight HGV Parking which should help the enforcement.
