Mayor’s Report



The Mayor reported that since the July meeting he have had the 



pleasure of representing Immingham on 17 occasions, including Kirton 


in Lindsey’s Civic Service, East Halton Gymkhana, the Merchant Navy 


Day in Cleethorpes, and the Campaign to Protect Rural England’s 



Best Kept Village Presentation at which the Town Council’s entry won 


the Best Kept Small, Town category, the Community Planting category 


and came 2nd in the Best Kept War Memorial category.




The Mayor went on to say “Following on from the discussion at the 


last meeting, I would like to say a few words about our late colleague 


and friend, Mike Burton. Mike was a much-respected, true gentleman 


who served this community for over 50 years, having first been 



elected in 1966.  He also served as a North East Lincs councillor from 


2011 and held the office of Mayor of North East Lincs in 2012-13.  I, 


personally, have more memories of Mike behind the counter at Trimar 


and had many a chat with him on a Saturday.  This was typical of Mike 


as he always engaged you in conversation and showed an interest in 


what you were doing, and more importantly he always had time for 


you.  The events of the last couple of years were unfortunate and I 


think it is fair to say that none of us here would have wanted things to 


turn out the way they did, but what has happened cannot be undone.  


I have tried to 
see Audrey on a couple of occasions but she wasn’t in, 


but in truth I am not sure that she would want things raking up again 


and so I think we should move forward and remember the good times 


we had with Mike, remembering him as the true gentleman, colleague, 


ambassador for all, and friend that he was and let him rest in peace. “

Cllr Watson reported that the SHIIP application had been approved 



by NELC planning committee. He explained that it’s a massive project 



and when it is completed will run all the way from Catch to the 




Europarc, the 
advantage of it being built on that site is because it is 



an enterprise zone and NELC will get to keep all of the rates which will 



help build their budget in future years to come.




The 64 new homes proposed on Margaret Street, however 





controversial, will fetch an increase of £6400 in council tax to 




Immingham Town Council. 




Cllr Watson also explained that with more budget cuts on the way 




2020 will be very challenging. He stated that things have not been 




great over the 
previous years with all the budget cuts but much more 



is coming. NELC has been named as the 3rd highest deprived area in 



the country and with the rate support grants to disappear in 2020 more 



cuts will need to take place. They will be looking at all partnership 




working including the service level agreement with Immingham Town 



Council.




He advised Immingham Town Council to be looking at the core budget 



and be very prudent when setting the budget and look into making 



cuts to how often the grass is cut, litter is picked, etc as the support



will no longer be there.
