Cllr S Swinburn had attended the meeting at Phillips 66 Community Action Group and there had been some concerns over the recent flaring. He also reported that he had asked them for some Pilgrim 400 funding.

Police Presence in Immingham

Cllr Weir raised that he was still concerned that there was not a 24/7 presence.
Cllr Watson indicated that the Police precept increase will provide no further officers.

Cllr Swinburn and Cllr Bolton had attended an ASB meeting where levels were raised and Superintendant David Hall was unaware of promises of further resources.

Cllr Bolton detailed that action was being taken, policing has been moved around with a Response Unit at Grimsby and encouraged that people must ring 101 to report all issues as it had been reported issues are currently low. The Children Unit is coming out to talk to kids, a lot of them are coming from Grimsby. A review of CCTV will take place as some of it is not working. He will sort out the security guard issue. A public meeting is to take place with Steve Lynne to look at various issues.

Future Working Relationship with Immingham in Bloom

The Mayor explained the finances of Immingham in Bloom and sponsorship. Standing Orders were suspended to allow Mrs Duke, IIB Treasurer, to explain how the Town Council is reimbursed.



Discussions were held on the future arrangements and Cllr Cullum suggested that the Clerk, independently, monitors how things work and reports back, the partnership between ITC and IIB was making Immingham a better place.
