26/19  Terms of Reference



A review of the Terms of Reference of the Committee took place. A few changes were agreed:

· Community & Environment (C&E) have overview of all Council Assets including the Civic Centre, but not policy

· C&E be responsible for engagement with public

· C&E have overview and development of enforcement issues

· C&E be responsible for partnership/voluntary engagement

· C&E be responsible delivering emergency planning, not policy

28/19  Immingham Golf Club

The Committee discussed the golf club that had recently gone on the market for £500K.
It was unclear as to why only part of the course was for sale.
It was also discussed how the Council could run the site and what options were available, such as continuing as a 9 hole municipal course, changing the use to a country park and whether a partnership approach was viable.

The Committee agreed to drop out of session to discuss the situation further.


Once back in session it was agreed for the Clerk to arrange a viewing and to discuss the actual details of the sale with the sales representative.

Resolved The Clerk to arrange a site visit of the golf club.

29/19  Enforcement in Immingham

The Council had committed to look into enforcement issues in Immingham, including parking and littering.

Lorry parking continued to be a problem, as evidenced by Councillors and residents. This included human waste that staff were having to remove. 


Enforcement lies in two camps, Police and NELC through Engie.


It was discussed whether ITC could do this, as another council had done via their primary authority.


It was agreed that a meeting with the Police and Engie Officers take place to better understand enforcement and to develop a way forward.
