Immingham Motorcycle Project

Steve Lynn attended to discuss the future of the site with the Committee. 

Steve and the Clerk had started to work on some ideas for taking the site forward with a view to Immingham Town Council taking on the lease of the land from the Drainage Board.


The Committee was very positive about looking into this as would be great for that side of the Town.


Various queries were raised and a business case needed to be drawn up.

Resolved 
That the Chairmen of P&S and C&E, the Clerk and Steve Lynn meet as a working group to develop the idea.

Mill Lane Cemetery

As previously agreed the Clerk had served notice on the farmer with a view to developing the Cemetery. This would lead to some compensation for the farmer due to the lack of a proper agreement.

Planning permission would now be sought to change the land use from agricultural to burial land.

The Clerk will now work up a plan for the extension and bring back to the Committee with a view to drawing down reserve money for work commencing in the spring.


The Clerk also made the group aware of the free Under 18 burials.

Speed-signs & Community Speed-watch

The Clerk had met with Engie and had received a quote for installing flashing speed signs.

However, since that meeting the Clerk had met with Community Speed-watch who had confirmed that the roll out of this in Immingham would be free (the Council would facilitate the training, support the volunteers etc.)


The Speed-watch officer had confirmed the success of the approach in other areas.


6 volunteers would be required to move forward and the Clerk will put up notices to recruit.

Community Payback

The Clerk updated the Committee on the use of Community Payback.

It was estimated that around 400 hours of time had been used that equated to £1.40 per hour.
